QUESTIONS
Q: My son is in high school, which camp should he attend?
■ The CSTC is intended for competitive players wanting to experience intense, college level

training.  Only ADVANCED players should apply.
■ The Residential/Commuter camp is intended for high school boys wanting to develop

individual skill and enjoy the game of soccer.
Q: My son is a goalkeeper, what training is available?
■ Goalkeeper training is offered at each camp and directed by Ovidio Felcaro.
■ The Day Camps will entail very basic training with an emphasis on enjoyment of the

goalkeeper position.
■ The Residential/Commuter Camp will provide daily goalkeeper training with Ovidio and

staff, aside from camp-team practices and games. 
■ The CSTC offers daily training with Ovidio and staff. Evaluations at the end of the week will

be based on performance in training and match situations.
Q: Where will I stay and what are the meal arrangements?
■ A Campus Residence Hall – with newly air conditioned rooms.
■ All rooms are doubles and each camper may select a roommate. (For those who do not,

NBSC will coordinate roommate selections--taking into consideration age and hometown).
■ A “three-key” security system is used, and NBSC hires a 24-hour residence hall monitor.
■ Breakfast, lunch and dinner are provided at the Dining Hall. 
■ An information packet containing directions and a detailed list of what to bring will be

provided well in advance.
Q: What do we do in our free time?
■ Several options beckon...The NU campus beach is open every afternoon for campers to

swim, play volleyball or frisbee. Licensed NU lifeguards will be on duty as will camp staff.
Taped soccer matches and other videos will be available on the large-screen TV in the hall
lounge.

Q: Is there a deadline to register?
■ Acceptance is on a first-come, first-serve basis, due to limited overnight space.
■ THE CAMPS DO SELL OUT! Reserve space as soon as possible.
■ Full payment is due July 1st (June 1st for Day Camp). We cannot guarantee roommate

assignments after this date.
■ CSTC is limited to the first 250 players.
Q: My son just had a physical. Do I need a medical form?
■ 2007 school physicals will be accepted as long as a NBSCmedical form is completed.
Q: What if my son gets injured at camp?
■ Certified athletic trainers are on duty at all times and hospital services are always available.
■ NBSC is a fully insured camp, but campers must also provide their own medical insurance.
■ The camp staff assumes no responsibility for accidents or illness.
Q: What is Coerver Coaching and which camps will they be at?
■ Coerver Coaching is one of the most effective training methods to develop individual skill in

young players.
■ Coerver Coaching emphasizes confident and creative play.
■ As our training partners, Coerver Coaching will be on staff at the Day Camp,

Residential/Commuter Camp, and End of Summer Camp.
